Donald Luoni explains that this is an existing summer home that will be renovated to become a winter home as 


well. They would also like to put a small addition on the back of the house. The addition will be built on top of 


the existing deck. There will be 6 sonar tubes put in for additional support. A small retaining wall will be built 


to redirect the rainwater that runs off the deck.

The proposed work is no closer to the marsh than what exists. It is a developed flat lot and no concerns with the 


project.

Bob 


Dawley, Manager of Taylors Point Marina.  We have two 10,000 tanks put in the ground in 1984, they will have 


to be replaced by 2017.  Trying to stay ahead we are proposing take the tanks out and replace with one above 


ground 10,000 gallon tank to be compartmentalized with 2,500 gallons of diesel fuel and 7,500 gallons of 


gasoline.  The reason for above ground is because of the high water table at the location and the safety factors. 


Comment from the board, “where is the tank going to be located?” – Bob, this will be located on top of where 


the current tanks are located.  Brendan states this will have to meet all regulatory standards from the Fire 


Department and all others involved. Public comment made by Jim Mulvey.  His inquiry was in regards to 


specifics to the installation of this above ground tank.  Brendan reads the details required for installation from 


the “Request for Proposals”.
