Judy Froman brought the committee up to date on the correspondence.

8) Community Health Care of Cape Cod - Karen Timeline/History of CHC of Cape Cod
a. Mission of the Organization
b. Health Care Services Offered/New Programs
c. Population Served in Bourne
d. Questions

Karen Gardner, CEO of Community Health Center of Cape Cod, Went over the Health Center and what they have been doing over the last several years.  Ms. Gardner went over their Mission, Who They Serve, Health Center Highlights, and Expansion in Bourne. 
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Peter Meier spoke about the patient portal and the financial effects when the Affordable Health Care Act is implemented. 

Judy Froman questioned about the patient portal and those that don’t have the technology, can they do that at the health center? Karen Gardner said yes they will be able to use the computers at the health center. 

Tom Guerino questioned if they are part of the CHNA - Community Health Network Area? Karen Gardner said we are part of the CHNA. 
Mr. Guerino questioned are you connected to the Fire Dept. for the frequent calls they get from the same people, would you do a follow up for them? Is the dental program patterned to the outer cape coalition? Karen Gardner said yes. 

Michael Blanton questioned the Dr. and medical experts, are they Cape based physicians? Karen Gardner said they are all our physicians. Karen Gardner said our preference is to keep our practitioners on Cape Cod and be able to take care of our population. Some of the specialties may not be from the Cape. 

Don Pickard spoke about the online newsletter they offer. 

George Slade questioned how do we stand with other countries? Karen Gardner said she can't speak about countries abroad but she said we are a little behind compared to other communities.

Peter Meier went over the appointments for Upper Cape Regional Transfer Station Board of Managers

Don Pickard questioned if Mr. Goddard is an alternate. Mr. Guerino said he is an alternate member. 

Michael Blanton questioned in regards to Mr. Barrett being our representative to the Upper Cape Regional Transfer Station about his report ability to this Board. Tom Guerino said if the Board of Selectmen appoint a person to a Board they can express its desire as to the policy it wishes the member to take. If that person didn't follow that path the Board can rescind the appointment. 

George Slade said he drafted a brief statement that hasn't been distributed to the members yet. Can we postpone this appointment until his statement can be distributed.  Tom Guerino said you could vote at a subsequent meeting and direct the representative to the town's position.

Michael Blanton stated I have faith in Mr. Barrett but I have a cause to pause because of the vote he took with regard to the regional transfer station, knowing that the majority of this Board felt differently. I don't know if he is accurately reflecting the will of an important constituency in this community with regard to some of the constituency with regard to the transfer station and because of that I think I would hesitate to give him my vote to reappoint. Tom Guerino responded to Mr. Blanton's statement.

Don Pickard said this Upper Cape Transfer Station has been about municipal solid waste. The rail trail is a political issue.  No one knows as much about municipal solid waste as much as Mr. Barrett. We need someone with his knowledge there.

George Slade reminded the Board we asked Town Counsel if we could direct Mr. Barrett on our wishes.  They have expertise that we don't have. If we can instruct him to consider that and bring that to the Board of Managers.

Tom Guerino said it should be clear to Mr. Barrett when we vote. There are legal issues to the RFPs that have to do with the movement of solid waste. 

Michael Blanton explained the reasoning behind his statement. I'm more concerned that our representative, this town's representative to the Upper Cape Transfer Station Board of Managers carries forth the opinion and the directives of the members of this community who have voice their support for rail trail and the use of this transfer station. They have expressed to us and to Mr. Barrett prior to his vote on how they felt.

Tom Guerino said Mr. Barrett reports to me and to the Board. It is up to the Board to set the directive as to what you want us to do.

George Slade said we have a reappointment; can we reappoint and attach a direction?

Peter Meier requested to put a future agenda item to have Mr. Barrett come before us so we can give him the directive them. 

Don Pickard said to have that directive funneled through the Department Head.

Voted Peter Meier moved and seconded by Don Pickard to appoint Dan Barrett and as a regular members to the Upper Cape Transfer Station Board of Managers and Phil Goddard as an alternate to the Upper Cape Transfer Station Board of Managers, term to expire June 30, 2018. 

Jim Mulvey said it goes back to the appointing language, is he appointed to represent the Board or is he the Boards representative, there is a vote to instruct him, if he fails to follow your vote you have powers of removal, if he is already voted is his vote negated. 

Michael Blanton said I am going to vote negative because of the reasons I stated beforehand. I can't support this appointment I am going to be voting against it

Vote 3-2

Peter Meier went over the appointments for Veteran's Graves Officer

Voted Peter Meier moved and seconded by Michael Blanton to appoint Thomas Barclay as a member to the Veteran's Graves Officer, term to expire June 30, 2018. Vote 5-0.

Peter Meier said we do have a vacancy list for committees. It should be posted on the website.

7d. Battles Nissan, LLC - change in ownership [F. Jeffrey Battles] from Bourne Nissan

Peter Meier went over the change of ownership for Battles Nissan, formally Nissan of Bourne at 60 MacArthur Blvd. Bourne. It has changes ownership and is now Battles Nissan LLC. Jeffrey Battles is owner and is seeking a Class I Dealers License for the facility. Same type of operation, just changing ownership. Max car allotment is 200 cars. Fire Department states needs current inspection prior to ownership change.

Voted Peter Meier moved and seconded by Michael Blanton to the routing slip as submitted. Vote 5-0.

7e. Rescind Alternate Member of the Board of Appeals - Lee Berger

Tom Guerino went over the rescinding of the alternate member of the Board of Appeals.   Since the gentlemen is register outside of the Commonwealth of MA he is not considered a resident, he cannot be reappointed as his primary domicile is not in Bourne. 

George Slade said he did request for reappointment but because of what Town Counsel said he can't be eligible for reappointment. 

Voted Peter Meier moved and seconded by Michael Blanton to rescind Lee Burger as alternate member of the Zoning Board of Appeals. Vote 5-0.

George Slade said this was done last week so we don’t have to act on this at this meeting
  
9) Selectmen’s Business –
a. Summer Schedule
b. Waive building fees for the General Contract Fees on the new School Project

George Slade spoke about the summer schedule of the Board of Selectmen. 

Tom Guerino said we will meet on the 11th and 25th of July for regular meetings and on the 8th and 22nd of August for regular meetings. We can set workshops at any point.

George Slade said we have a tentative workshop set up for the third week in July.  If we have something time sensitive issue we can add it to a workshop.

b. 
Peter Meier said the School Building Committee is asking the Selectmen to waive all the permit fees for the construction and replacement of Peebles Elementary School.
Tom Guerino said generally for the tech school or other school projects the Town Administrator has waived those fees. I would suggest for the MSBA as well as keeping what the School Building Authority is trying to do through its whole process. I would normally waive these anyway. 

Voted Peter Meier moved and seconded by Michael Blanton to waive all building fees for the general contract phase for the new Peebles School replacement project. 

Tom Guerino said these are only the building fees.

Vote 5-0.

Peter Meier passed out copies from various communities on policies and procedures for the sale of town-owned property/naming town-owned property, for your reading. When the Chairman is ready he will add it on the agenda as a future agenda item.

If you want the Policy and Procedures added to the minutes, even though you didn't discuss any of it, please let me know and I will add it.

10) Town Administrator’s Report
a. Assessors appointment 15-day waiver
b. General insurance rate lock - [non health insurances]

Tom Guerino provided the Board some additional information relative to the Assessors.  I hope the Board will vote to grant the waiver.
Don Pickard said you had offered the position two weeks ago, Friday, you notified the Board the following Tuesday, you had an appointment of Director of Assessing.  I don’t know why we are doing a waiver.

Tom Guerino said the person wants to make sure they will not be vetoed when they start their new job.  We need to do this for the comfortability of the new employee.

Voted Michael Blanton moved and seconded by Judy Froman that we waive the requirement so the assessor can be hired. Don Pickard abstained. Vote 4-0-1.

Tom Guerino said we are seeing a reduction on our overall insurances of 2.641%. Our building insurances are up but our workers comp is down, until the next audit.
We have added the new Public Works Garage and have taken off the old Public Works Garage. Our total insurance premium for the next fiscal year is 1,292,423.00 it includes: liability, flood, earth quake, inland marine, contractors, MacNamara bill, police, fire, accident, 111F, workers comp, public officials liability, school board liability, facilities, and auto.

Mr. Guerino update the Board as it relates to the Sagamore Higlands Beach Access. We had a good meeting yesterday with the representatives of the Sagamore Highlands Association. The folks in the association were looking to see if there was a quick fix they could do to have access open for this week.  I spoke with Mr. Santos today and notified him we have it marked as no trespassing.  Any temporary fix needs to be stamped by an engineer. If it is stamped we can be assured of our liability.  George Sala has been working to get in touch with Churchill Engineering.  We are probably not going to be able to do anything for next week.  We will look to see if there is a temporary fix that we can do and we will have to weigh that against what the cost of a permanent fix would be. It still has to go to Conservation.

Judy Froman questioned do we have any idea when we will get the updates from the Stop & Shop Rotary. Mr. Guerino said is should start September or October and it should be done quarterly.

Mrs. Froman also questioned the ticketing authority at the MMA parking lot.

11) Selectmen’s Reports

Peter Meier updated the Board on the concerts in the park. Should see changes at two of our beaches, by the end of the week.  Monument Beach and Hens Cove, getting accessibility for people who couldn’t use it before. Thursday at Sandwich Town Hall is the Cape Cod Regional Transit Mass DOT public information session from 4:30 to 7:00.

Judy Froman spoke about the Community Partnership Program - happening on Thursday August 3rd.  Attended the Waste Water program last Thursday night. 

Michael Blanton spoke about the One Cape Summit meeting and what they discussed.   Announcements - Tomorrow 2:30 in Dennis, Gov. Baker is coming down for a ceremony dedicating a segment of the Cape Cod Rail Trail.  Friday Office hours - Will not have any office hours in July - Will start again on August 4th, we will talk about business development on Main Street Buzzards Bay.

Mr. Blanton also spoke about the article in the Boston Globe with regard of the number of communities in the Commonwealth to switch from a Board of Selectmen to a Select Board to try to maintain some sense of gender neutrality amongst the executive board leadership in municipal boards. Would suggest this be a future agenda item. 

Peter Meier said that will require a charter change.

July Froman said she respects the idea of the Board of Selectmen but would like to see gender natural titles and would support having it being a Select Board.

Tom Guerino spoke about Chatham, as it relates to Monomoy and writing a letter of support.

Peter Meier spoke about Main Street Steering Committee and looking at a working group that can create a policy, procedure, and fee structure for using the park.  Tom Guerino said he does believe that staff can pull together and bring it to the Steering Committee then to the Board of Selectmen. I don’t think we need to set up another committee.

George Slade spoke about the workshop, and the mission statement that each Board member received. Requested members to add any suggestions to that document 

The next Bourne Selectmen meeting will be on Tuesday, July 11th at 7:00 P.M.

Voted Peter Meier moved and seconded by Michael Blanton to adjourn.  Meeting adjourned at 9:10 pm.  Vote 5-0.
