I will train my sales staff to conduct TOBACCO/NICOTINE DELIVERY PRODUCT sales legally.  TOBACCO/NICOTINE DELIVERY PRODUCTS will be located so as to be in compliance with the Bourne TOBACCO/NICOTINE DELIVERY PRODUCT Regulations.  

I understand that the Bourne Board of Health and its agents will conduct unannounced compliance checks.  I am aware that violations of any section for the TOBACCO/NICOTINE DELIVERY PRODUCT Regulation may result in issuance of fines and / or the revocation of this permit.  I understand that this permit must be renewed annually.

Section 8 - Sale and Distribution of TOBACCO/NICOTINE DELIVERY PRODUCTS

            a. Permit - to monitor compliance of the sale of tobacco products and/ or Nicotine
            Delivery Products, permits will be issued. No person, firm, corporation, establishment 
            or agency, shall sell tobacco products or nicotine delivery products within the Town of 
            Bourne without a valid tobacco/nicotine delivery products sales permit issued by the
            Board of Health.  Permits must be posted in a manner conspicuous to the public.    
           Tobacco/Nicotine Delivery Product sales permits must be renewed annually at a time 
            and fee set forth by the Board of Health.  Said tobacco/nicotine delivery product sales 
            permits are not transferable. 

c. Sales to Minors - According to MGL, Chapter 270, Section 6 no person, firm, corporation, establishment, or agency, shall sell tobacco products to a minor.  Each employee working in an establishment licensed to sell tobacco and/or Nicotine Delivery Products shall be required to read the Board of Health regulation pertaining to this Section and State Laws regarding the sale of tobacco to minors, and sign a form indicating that such regulations/laws have been read, a copy of which must be placed on file in the office of the employer and retained.  In addition, if a person selling tobacco products and/or Nicotine Delivery Products is under eighteen (18) years of age, the employee must have his/her legal guardian sign the form.  Such signed forms must be made available for inspection during the holder’s normal business hours, upon request of the agent of the Board of Health. In conformance with Massachusetts General Laws, Chapter 270, Section 7, a copy of Massachusetts General Laws, Chapter 270, Section 6, shall be posted conspicuously by the owner or other person in charge thereof in the store or other place used to sell tobacco and/or nicotine delivery products at retail. The notice shall be at least 48 square inches and shall be posted so that it may be readily seen by a person standing at or approaching the cash register.  The notice shall directly face the purchaser and shall not be obstructed from view or placed at a height of less than four (4) feet or greater than nine (9) feet from the floor.

e.  Identification - Each retailer shall verify, by means of photographic
identification containing the bearer's date of birth (including but not limited to
 government identification), that no person purchasing the product is younger 
 than eighteen (18) years of age. No such verification is required for any person 
 over the age of 27.

TITLE I.
CRIMES AND PUNISHMENTS.


CHAPTER 270. CRIMES AGAINST PUBLIC HEALTH. 
Chapter 270: Section 6.  Tobacco; sale or gift to minors
Section 6. Whoever sells a cigarette, chewing tobacco, snuff or any tobacco in any of its forms to any person under the age of eighteen or, not being his parent or guardian, gives a cigarette, chewing tobacco, snuff or tobacco in any of its forms to any person under the age of eighteen shall be punished by a fine of not less than one hundred dollars for the first offense, not less than two hundred dollars for a second offense and not less than three hundred dollars for any third or subsequent offense.
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
